Previous exhibition venues: Velvet da Vinci, Lireille Gallery, 
Arts & Crafts Cooperative, Inc, Oakland Museum Collectors Gallery, Craft and Cultural Arts Gallery, Richmond Art Center. 
The Annual MAGrant of $500 is awarded to a member, with a focus on students and emerging artists.

EDUCATIONAL and SOCIAL EVENTS
The Guild also organizes events and workshops with artists and speakers discussing a wide range of topics relevant to the 
metal arts, special techniques, professional and creative development. MAG participates in community outreach events
such as Maker Faire in San Mateo. Annual social events include a Metalsmithing Day in January, Summer Picnic, 
a Library tea party, and a December Holiday Party with a gift exchange.
